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SYSTEM TRAINING PLAN (STRAP)

                           FOR THE


MILITARY POLICE SOLDIER SYSTEM (MPSS)

1.  SYSTEM DESCRIPTION:

a.  Narrative System Description: The MPSS will be a new lightweight, compact, modular system consisting of a fully functional wearable computer and communications system, head/helmet-mounted display with see-through display and still/motion video capture, controllable via hands-free, voice-activated interface.  It will also have hand-held, low power noticeable heat, color, Video Graphics Array (VGA) quality (or better) display with Global Positioning System (GPS) locating capability. MPSS will be fully operable by soldiers wearing Military Oriented Protective Posture 4 (MOPP4) protective equipment and over garments.  

b.  The MPSS is a new functional extension of the Army Battlefield Command System (ABCS), integrated into the Army Tactical Command and Control System (ATCCS) via the Force XXI Battle Command Brigade and Below (FBCB2) system, Maneuver Control System (MCS) and/or All-Source Analysis System (ASAS).    
c. Army Modernization Information Memorandum (AMIM) number:  TBD.

d. New Equipment Training Plan (NETP) number: TBD.

e. First Unit Equipped (FUE) Date: 4th QTR FY08.

2.  TARGET AUDIENCE:

    a. General: The Military Police Soldier System (MPSS) will be used by military police personnel from the team through platoon level in support of military police functional operational and tactical missions across the entire spectrum of Force Protection and conflict operations to include: Stability and Support Operations (SASO); Military Operation Other then War (MOOTW) and Small Scale Contingencies. 

    b. For the purpose of this document, MPSS is targeted at the Military Police personnel (95B), Correctional Specialist (95C) and Criminal Investigators (95D).

3.  ASSUMPTIONS:


a.  The MPSS will not create a need for a new Military Occupational Specialty (MOS) or Additional Skill Identifier (ASI).  An increase in skill level or personnel will not be required to operate or perform maintenance on the MPSS. 

    b.  Training products will be interoperable with embedded training systems of the platforms on which the MPSS will be used. Training products will be implemented via the Army Distance Learning Program (ADLP).  Multimedia products will be developed to support MPSS training.  Training products will be developed and fielded with the system.
c.
 The task development for MPSS will be performed using the Automated Systems Approach to Training (ASAT).  Training analysis will be conducted using the Systems Approach to Training (SAT).

d.  The Army Material Command (AMC), Program Executive Officer/Project Manager (PEO/PM) will resource Instructor and Key Personnel Training (IKPT) and New Equipment Training Team (NETT) who will train units during fielding.  TRADOC will provide necessary resources to support Doctrine and Tactics Training (DTT).  TRADOC will develop a stand-alone sustainment training package.

4.
TRAINING CONSTRAINTS:  If additional Institutional Training time is required, a request for a waiver will be submitted with Individual Training Plans (ITP) and Course Administrative Data (CAD) to TRADOC.

5.
TRAINING CONCEPT (AC/RC):

    a.  The training concept encompasses every aspect of new systems training from initial training in support of operational and technical testing, initial certification and re-certification on the system, to sustainment training of the fielded systems. Training on the MPSS will be conducted using a traditional training strategy: IKPT and New Equipment Training (NET) for equipment introduction to the field; Institutional Training for professional development training; and Unit Sustainment Training and collective training in the unit.  

    b.  The System improvements may cause the system software to change.  Consideration must be given to updating the fielded systems, as well as the training programs and incorporating these changes into the NET, institutional, unit training packages and strategies. The evolving software changes mandate that MPSS trained personnel who have served for an extended tour away from the system be retrained.  The primary method for conducting the retraining will be interactive multi-media, distance learning in

the unit.

    c.  The contractor will provide training for Army instructors during IKPT and other phases of technical testing of components. Contractor instructors will train Army test players prior to the MPSS Limited User Test (LUT) using the NET package to initiate its verification.  NET package validation will occur during the training phase of Initial Operational Test and Evaluation (IOT&E).  Contractor will develop a sustainment training package that will be updated by TRADOC as changes are made to MPSS hardware/software.

    d.  Institutional and unit training will be supported by a combination of embedded and stand-alone training aids, devices, simulators and simulations (TADSS).  Embedded Training (ET) is the preferred method to conduct training on the MPSS.  ET will provide the opportunity to train digital tasks on the actual system.  TADSS will be fielded with the MPSS.
    e.  The United States Army Military Police School (USAMPS) will integrate Interactive Multimedia Instruction (IMI) Level III, (which will be contractor), into MPSS institutional and unit training for the Active Component.  IMI training materials will continue to be task based for individual and collective training.  IMI will be expanded to include task-based training for digitization training for MPSS equipped units.

        (1) Tasks or combinations of individual and collective tasks to be developed for IMI are yet to be determined.  However, the full range of media will be explored; computer-based instruction (CBI); computer-based training (CBT); interactive Courseware (ICW); Interactive Video Disc (IVD); computer managed instruction (CMI); electronic support system (EPSS); etc.

        (2) Bottom line, institutional and unit sustainment training instructional materials (both traditional materials and those delivered via newer technology) developed in support of the MPSS will provide student-centered, performance-oriented training that requires students to practice what they have learned, receive immediate feedback, and be evaluated in real time.

6.
TRAINING STRATEGY (AC/RC):  All institutional training will incorporate DTT into the lesson plans.  Computer based training (CBT) is the media for distance learning.  There will be no difference in training between Active Component soldiers and Reserve soldiers.  The DTT will be converted to a CD-ROM and will be exportable upon completion. An IKPT will be held to train USAMPS instructors prior to the system being taught at the
institution.
a.  New Equipment Training Strategy (NET).  The materiel developer will develop NET Training Support Package (TSP) that will support training for the system.  The TSP will include all training materials necessary to provide new equipment and unit sustainment training. New equipment training will be taught by multimedia where appropriate.

b.  Combined Arms Training Strategy (CATS) Individual (Warrior Institutional Training Strategy).

        (1) One-Station Unit Training (OSUT) students will receive approximately 60 hours of hands-on operational training. These 60 hours will be added to the existing course length.

        (2) Basic Noncommissioned Course (BNCOC) will receive a combination of operator and senior operator/troubleshooting training.  This training will be approximately 63 hours in length that will be added to the course length.  This training strategy will be revised in FY14, or when 50% of the BNCOC students have received the MPSS basic operator training during the OSUT course. At that time the MPSS training in the BNCOC will be reduced to Approximately 24 hours of senior operator/troubleshooting training.

        (3) Advanced Noncommissioned Officer Course (ANCOC) will receive a combination of operator and staff officer/NCO training. This training will be approximately 63 hours in length that will be added to the course length.  This training strategy will be revised in FY12, or when 50% of the ANCOC students have received the MPSS operator and senior operator/troubleshooting training during the BNCOC.  At that time the MPSS training in the ANCOC will be reduced to 14 hours of staff officer/NCO training.

        (4) Military Police Basic Officer Course (MPOBC) and Warrant Officer Basic Course (WOBC).  Based on the fact that this is an initial entry/leader development course MPOBC and WOBC will receive approximately 63 hours of hands-on operators/user/staff officer training.  These 63 hours will be added to the course length.  This MPOBC and WOBC training strategy will remain consistent through out the years. Training strategy for WOBC will be revised in FY12, or when 50% of the WOBC students have received the MPSS operator/user training.
        (5) Military Police Captain Career Course (MPCCC) and Warrant Officer Advanced Course (WOAC) will receive a combination of operator and staff officer/NCO training.  This training will be approximately 63 hours in length that will be added to the course length.  This training strategy will be revised in FY12, or when 50% of the MPCCC and WOAC students have received the MPSS 

operator/user training during the MPOBC and WOBC.
        (6) Apprentice Special Agent Course (ASAC) students will receive approximately 60 hours of hands-on operational training. These 60 hours will be added to the existing course length. 

Graduates of this course will be awarded MOS 95D.

        (7) FTX/STX training will use the analog/digital method of training/evaluation.  This training/evaluation strategy will not increase the length of the course since the student will be required to know both analog and digital.

    c.  Unit Training: Tasks associated with operating the MPSS will be taught using NET TSP’s.  Trainers will use NET TSPs to proliferate and sustain training throughout the unit. Unit Commanders will use these training materials and the appropriate soldier training publication to conduct individual sustainment and collective training in the unit.

    d.  Doctrine and Tactics Training (DTT) will be developed before devise fielding by the materiel developer and incorporated into institutional training and training support packages for new equipment and unit training.

7.  TRAINING PRODUCTS:

    a. The materiel developer will provide Technical Manuals (TMs) which will be required for reference during operator and maintenance training.  Training aids such as cue cards are likely to prove useful for operators and maintenance.  Multimedia training package will be used for both NET and sustainment training.  Additional products such as embedded training will be developed by the developer before device fielding and be identified as the system leaves the concept phase.

    b. MTPs, STPs and Field Manuals (FMs) will be updated and revised as necessary and developed before device fielding

and be based on the Logistic Support Analysis Record (LSAR), CATS and subsequent analysis conducted by the proponent.

    c. Multimedia training support packages that support the training at professional development and sustainment levels will need to be developed before device fielding for enlisted and officer courses.  This material will be used to reinforce training for both operators and supervisors of the MPSS.

8. TRAINING SUPPORT:
a. USAMPS will produce a complete Training Test Support Package (TTSP) for the MPSS LUT.  The contractor will conduct test player training for operator personnel.

b. The contractor will provide operation and operator maintenance training for the LUT.

9.  POST FIELDING TRAINING EFFECTIVE ANALYSIS (PFTEA):  A Post Fielding Training Effectiveness Analysis (PFTEA) is required one year after the FUE to validate institution/sustainment training and to ensure mission requirements are met. Feedback from the using units will be accepted and evaluated after fielding of the system.  Upon completion of the PFTEA, appropriate action will be taken to update/revise training procedures and materials.
