1.  SYSTEM DESCRIPTION. 

 

    a.  The RTS is  portable light weight battery operated (primary power), hand held, system that will be used to test IFF systems and provide a go/no-go indication for Aviation, Unmanned Aerial Vehicle (UAV), and Air Defense assets.  The RTS will have the capability of testing both the interrogator and transponder in all modes including Mode S and Mode 5 models/versions.  Increased capabilities and accuracy in this test equipment equates to a significant decrease in the potential for fratricide, increased safety in military air operations, confidence in air traffic control operational capabilities required by Allied nations, reductions in O&S costs associated with "fly-by" testing of Short Range Air Defense (SHORAD) IFF systems.  The system reduces the requirements for expensive bench IFF testers in the field.  The system has the capability to operate any area of environment worldwide.

    b.  First Unit Equipped (FUE) Date: 4QFY04

 

2.  TARGET AUDIENCE.  Training will be required for all RTS operators/ maintainers.  Initial operator and maintenance training will be conducted at the following schools and Military Occupational Specialty (MOS) producing courses:

 

U.S. Army Ordnance Missile and Munitions Center and School (USAOMMCS) 

Operator:  MOSs 27T, 35D and 35R.

Maintenance:  MOS 35H.

 

U.S. Army Aviation Logistics School (USAALS)

Operator:  MOSs 67N, 67S, 67T, 67U, 67V, 67Y, 68F, 68N, 68S AND 68X. 

 

U.S. Army Air Defense Artillery School (USAADASCH)

Operator:  MOSs 14M, 14R and 14S.

 

U.S. Army Intelligence Center (USAIC)

Operator:  MOSs 33W and 96U.

 

Units will sustain training subsequent to receiving New Equipment Training (NET).

  

3.  ASSUMPTIONS.

 

    a.  The RTS will be operated by MOSs 14M, 14R, 14S, 27T, 33W, 35D, 35R, 67N, 67S, 67T, 67U, 67V, 67Y, 68F, 68N, 68S, 68X, 96U and maintained by MOS 35H.

 

    b. The quantity and quality of target audience personnel will not increase as a result of the RTS.

    c.  Additional training time may be required for Air Defense Artillery operators and maintainer MOSs.

 

NOTE:  Fielding of training equipment will occur after the Digitized Divisions (1st & 4th) as directed by the Office of the Deputy Chief of Staff for Operations and Plans (ODCSOPS).

4.  TRAINING CONSTRAINTS:  None.

 

5.  TRAINING CONCEPT (AC/RC):  

 

    a.  The materiel developer will provide a complete multimedia Training Support Package (TSP) and training products to support all phases of training for the RTS.  The TSP will include CD-ROM, Program of Instruction (POI), lesson plan(s), and operator/maintainer manuals in paper, Electronic Technical Manual (ETM)/Interactive Electronic Technical Manual (IETM) format as appropriate.  The materiel developer will provide new equipment training at a central location or at each field site requiring the RTS.  The RTS is a replacement for systems currently fielded with similar function.  The training for the RTS will be integrated into existing Institutional Training.  The training events and activities as defined in the System Approach to Training (SAT) process will be executed in the development for the RTS training.  The training events and activities as defined in the Automated Systems Approach to Training (ASAT) process.  The Total Army Training System (TATS) Courseware format will be used for all training materials developed to support the RTS training.  The training program for the RTS will be implemented and accomplished by New Equipment Training (NET) (Warmod XXI), Institutional Training (Warrior XXI), and Unit Training (Warfighter XXI) to include the Combined Arms Training Strategy (CATS).  A copy of the NET TSP will be overpacked with each system and retained by the unit to sustainment training.  Reserve Components (RC) will receive the same training as Active Component (AC) duty personnel.  The proponent school will validate and verify all training materials.  Training support materials will be developed and coordinated with the training developer (TD) and delivered in draft prior to test player training for the TEMOD equivalent of operational test and/or evaluation. 

 

    b.  Training Devices:  Training device(s) or embedded training will not be required.  Training will be conducted on the actual RTS.  The proponent schools are required to analyze courses/student loads and provide training equipment requirements.
 

6.  TRAINING STRATEGY (AC/RC): 

 

6a. NET Strategy (Warmod):  New Equipment Training will be conducted for each fielded

system.    The NET team will visit each location that requires an RTS; however each proponent

will be required to integrate the RTS into their institutional POI.   Training and training support 
materials/products will be developed and coordinated with the proponent training developer for 
completeness. A TSP will be delivered six months prior to test player training for the 
operational test and evaluation.   The TRADOC Project Office-TMDE, U.S. Army Ordnance

Missile and Munitions Center and School, will be the primary point of contact for coordination

with CASCOM System Integration Division (SID), U.S. Army Aviation Logistics School, U.S.

Army Air Defense Artillery School, and U.S. Army Intelligence Center, of TD review for

training materials.  The complete multimedia TSP will include technical manuals in ETM/IETM 
format and an interactive multimedia CD-ROM on the operation and maintenance of the RTS 
components, task list, POI, and lesson plans.  The materiel developer will provide a complete

multimedia TSP overpacked with each RTS fielded.  The complete multimedia TSP will be used

to conduct NET during fielding of the RTS.  The materiel developer will provide IKPT. 

Attendees to IKPT will assist in development of NET, institution, and sustainment training also,

participate in validate/verification of all training materials.  Train-the-trainer concept to include

ASAT will be used as a guide for integration of the RTS training into the proponent training

curriculum.  NET will address all levels of RTS training for the AC and RC.   A copy of the

RTS TSP will be left with each unit fielded.
6b.  Individual Training (Warrior):  Institutional training on the RTS will be incorporated into existing courses for MOSs 14M, 14R, 14S, 27T, 33W, 35D, 35H, 35R, 67N, 67S, 67T, 67U, 67V, 67Y, 68F, 68N, 68S, 68X, 96U.  Additional training time may be required for Air Defense Artillery operators and maintainer MOSs.  When required, RC training will follow the same POI as the AC Total Army Training System Courseware (TATSC) and should address monthly and annual training cycles. .      

 

6c.  Unit/Sustainment Training (Warfighter):  Unit sustainment training will be conducted IAW the unit's ARTEP Mission Training Plan (AMTP) and the Combined Arms Training Strategy (CATS).  The CATS report will be generated using the Automated Systems Approach to Training.  Critical training tasks for the RTS will be capture in the CATS report.   The TSP and proponent school will provide support to using units for sustainment of the system upon fielding. A complete multimedia TSP will be left with the each RTS fielded.  Unit commanders will use required training materials and the appropriate soldier training products to conduct individual sustainment and collective training in the unit.

 
7.  TRAINING PRODUCTS: 

 
a. Multimedia Products:  Training manuals will be provided in electronic multimedia format for computer-based instruction.  Operator manuals for RTS will be provided in hard copy and electronic technical manual format including maintenance and parts manuals.   A complete multimedia TSP will include technical manuals in ETM/IETM format including CD-ROMs on the operation, maintenance, and calibration of the RTS.  Lesson plans and training task data will be provided in ASAT formats.  Manuals and training materials for the RTS will be developed IAW required Army publications.

a.  NET Training.

No TADSS has been identified at this time.  Training will be conducted on the RTS in the institution.  Computer based visual mock-up and internal component breakdown may be required for maintenance training based upon the Maintenance Allocation Chart (MAC).

No additional TADSS will be required for unit or sustainment training.  Training will be conducted using the RTS system.
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
