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ABSTRACT
  Army Aviation gunnery training continues to evolve in response to COE TTPs.  Diving fire is currently the mainstay of combat operations in theater.  This has precipitated several downstream effects.  Army aerial platforms must now integrate high energy flight profiles into gunnery training and qualification scenarios.  This is true for crew, team, and company training.  Future advanced tables will also include the integration of ground based fires and CAS.  These requirements will be based on the individual Commander’s METL and projected mission requirements once deployed.  The upcoming change to the Helicopter Gunnery Manual will address some of these and other training issues.

  The recent Aviation Master Gunner Working group surfaced several key issues.  They included air ground integration and the reduction of SDZ’s for diving fire.  Also addressed was the quality and importance of door gunnery training and the challenges faced by unit trainers. 
  Solving these issues will enhance the Commander’s ability to accomplish the requisite training to prepare his crews for war.    Progress is being made on SDZ issue and we hope to have concrete results in the near future. Also, service ammunition will most likely be fired in advance tables in the foreseeable future.  This will familiarize crews with ammunition effects.  

  The proponent supports the DAGIR facility concept and is working in concert with ATSC Live Training Division to ensure these ranges meet current and future requirements.  If installations and supporting agencies need assistance and SME input on these facilities your first stop should be the Live Training Division.  They will then shape the issue and canvas the Gunnery Branch for their input to provide a consolidated response that will have the endorsement of the proponent.
