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ABSTRACT
III Corps Collective Live Fire & Fires and Effects Training Requirements


The III Corps, America’s Armored Corps, and Fort Hood, one of the largest installations in the free world, are at the fore front of supporting Major Combat Operations, Homeland Security Operations and Stability and Reconstruction Operations. III Corps units must be responsive and ready to operate in joint and combined environments across the full spectrum of military operations. Current mission support to Operation Iraqi Freedom, Operation Enduring Freedom and numerous other world wide missions, have generated significant individual and collective live fire training requirements. The first priority for III Corps units is combat readiness. The ability to train in as realistic an environment as possible while at home station is paramount to meeting both the mandated collective live fire training requirements of the Combatant Commanders but equally important to meet the III Corps Commander’s intent for maintaining a combat-ready force capable of meeting any world-wide mission assignment.

The briefing will cover III Corps and Fort Hood’s current, desired and planned capabilities to meet mandated HICON, Corps and full-spectrum collective live fire training requirements. Additionally, insight into the III Corps Commander’s training intent, gate strategy training model, current convoy live fire, urban operations live fire and close air support training capabilities will be discussed. Current range capabilities, projected range improvements and initiatives planned and being worked by Corps and Garrison working groups will also be highlighted along with highlights of ongoing efforts to improve fires and effects training at Fort Hood. Finally, a look at efforts Fort Hood is pursuing to ensure continued support for providing effective collective live fire training.
