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ABSTRACT

The US Joint Forces Command’s J9/Joint Urban Operations Office (JUOO) and J7/Capabilities Group Joint Urban Operation (JUO) Training Cell, working in concert with the Joint Urban Operations Training Working Group (JUOTWG), have developed a draft Joint Urban Operations Training and Facilities Strategy. Using Lessons Learned from the Global War on Terrorism, the DOD Training and Facilities Study, and combining the best elements of the Service Strategies, the Joint Urban Training and Facilities Strategy provides timely and relevant training for the combined Service, Multinational, and Interagency training audience. Leveraging two key aspects of Training Transformation, the Joint National Training Capability (JNTC) and the Joint Knowledge Development and Distribution Capability (JKDDC) as well as providing Concept Development and Experimentation to the Combined Joint Task Force operational mission executer is the focus of the strategy. To accomplish that objective the goal is to influence the Institutionalization of JUO Academics and Education, establish a JUO fusion point for JUO focused information, strengthening JTF HQs and interoperability training, and improving the Live Virtual and Constructive (LVC) urban training infrastructure; making it more realistic and leveraging Joint Interagency Intergovernmental and Multinational enabling capabilities. This briefing provides a historical background, defines the JUO Training and Facilities Strategy and provides a baseline for future Joint Urban Training.
