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Joint Gulf Range Complex (JGRC) Overview

ABSTRACT

The Joint Gulf Range Complex Strategic Plan (JGRCSP) is the foundation on which Joint Gulf Range Complex (JGRC) is structured.  It is currently 11 Flag level signatories aligned in a voluntarily partnership to drive the future Test & Training development of the Joint Gulf Range.  Currently the JGRC has units participating from Key West to Louisiana (Ft Polk) and is an integral part of the JFCOM Joint National Training Capability (JNTC).  The JGRC is expected to continue to expand to other ranges and units in the Gulf area.


The JGRC consists of the Flag Officer Steering Committee (FOSC), the Commander's Council (CC), and the Joint Coordinating Group (JCG).  FOSC is normally a 2 star level steering committee that meets as needed. The CC is an O-6 or GS equivalent of Users and/or Providers in JGRC. It meets at least once a year to provide oversight and direction, to frame decision packages for the FOSC and coordinate/approve courses of actions. The JCG members are O-4/5 or GS equivalent Action Officer level group which works JGRC issues for their organization. Participate is open to all. This group meets monthly.
