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Topic Title: Environmental Management at Operating Outdoor Small Arms Firing Ranges Classroom Training
Small arms ranges are continually used for military readiness and training.  However, soil erosion and contaminant transport from active small arms ranges can negatively impact the environment.  Primary issues of concern at small arms ranges are lead residues, soil erosion and active mechanisms that may be transporting munitions constituents off-range.  Depending on groundwater depth, soil chemistry and proximity to surface water, range constituents can pose health risks to wildlife and humans.  
Fortunately, state and federal agencies have developed technical assistance programs and guidance documents to inform range managers and community stakeholders of design and management options for improved operation of small arms ranges.  These deliverables are designed to make range managers more aware of the potential for normal range activities with regard to environmental impacts
The Interstate Technology Regulatory Council (ITRC) Small Arms Range Team (SMART) published a document to address issues of concern at small arms ranges.  The document, Environmental Management at Operating Outdoor Small Arms Firing Ranges is available online, and through internet-based and classroom training sessions, which are offered several times a year.  We will be providing a classroom training at the Range and Training Land Symposium (RTLP) to provide range operators and stakeholders with the guidance needed to identify and undertake BMPs that are appropriate for the site-specific environmental conditions on their ranges.  

This classroom training session is also intended to aid small arms range mangers in proactively managing environmental issues on their ranges.  Trainers will emphasize environmental issues and corresponding best management practices during each training session.  This knowledge enables range managers to develop, use and monitor Environmental Management Plans (EMPs) for their outdoor small arms ranges.
