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The goal is to increase range operators understanding of facility sustainment and restoration/modernization requirements to make sure you get your “fair share.  We encourage active interaction to ensure your understanding of how capture the total range sustainment requirements and what real property inventory is being used.  A total of 45 range facility categories are captured to more accurately reflect the uniqueness of the various types of ranges and allow for more accurate requirement development.  The topics are: 

(1) How the sustainment requirements are developed.
(2) Importance of accurate real property records and their key role in determining the range sustainment requirements.
(3) Illustration of two range’s sustainment requirements methodology and the real property inventory. components.  We will also provide the WEB site to download all the range components worksheets.
(4) Discussion on how range “complexing” within the real property inventory can simplify capturing the total view of the range requirements (i.e. towers, tank trails, range control buildings).
(5) Restoration and Modernization requirements development changing from Metric to Model. 

(6) How to talk the RPI and Financial Lingo to get your range money to maintain range facilities.
