The Sustainable Range Program (SRP) Geographic Information Systems (GIS) Program strives to achieve information dominance as a tenet of range sustainment. As an SRP foundational support element, GIS provides spatial data and applications support to ensure SRP provides effective mission support.  The SRP GIS Regional Support Center (RSC) provides focused development of standard GIS databases and central GIS product and application support to range and training land mission offices. This presentation will highlight RSC support to the RTLP community through data development, map products, including templates and tools for developing military installation special maps, surface danger zone (SDZ) development utilizing the Range Managers Tool Kit (RMTK), GIS technical and user support and training, and Range Complex Master Plan (RCMP) support. Demonstrations of the Range Development and Planning Tool (RDAP) and the RMTK tool will be included in this presentation.
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
