                                               Advanced Bomb Suit (ABS)


 


1.  System Description:  The ABS is an integrated, whole body protective outfit, able to be rapidly donned and doffed.  The ABS will provide protection from fragmentation, blast pressure, heat, light flash, and flame generated by unexploded Ordnance (grenades, projectiles, and sub-munitions), and Improvised Explosive Devices, (letter, pipe, and briefcase bombs).  The ABS will offer limited NBC protection.  The ABS will provide the user lighter weight, wide field of vision, and improved flexibility/mobility than the current fielded bomb suit.  


 


2.  Target Audience:  The primary operators and maintainers of the ABS will be MOS 55D, Explosive Ordnance Disposal (EOD) Specialist.


 


3.  Assumptions:  The users can maintain/sustain the ABS with the TSP provided at Initial Operational Capability (IOC).  


 


4.  Training Constraints:  None. 


 


5.  Training Concept (AC/RC):  The ABS requires minimum training.  The ABS will not require NET training, institutional, or embedded training for sustainment.  A Training Support Package (TSP) will be over-packed with each ABS fielded. 


  


6.  Training Strategy (AC/RC): The Materiel Developer (MD) will provide a complete multimedia TSP.  The TSP will include technical manuals in ETM/IETM format, interactive CD-ROM or videotapes on the operation and maintenance of the ABS.  The proponent will review,  validate, and verify all training materials. 


 


7.  Training Products (TP): The MD will provide all required TP.
