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	Detailed Description:  The following is further clarification for the incorporation of the TRADOC Standard GUI into courseware.
Look:

· Page Layout will look exactly like the standard (with the exception of the crest) – when student sees it, he sees no difference.  Buttons and features will be in the same place in every course developed using the GUI – order of buttons will not change.  

· If a button is not used, it is grayed out. Button are to be the same size as the GUI.  There are to be NO additional buttons added. Exception is the audio/visual button – if there are no audio/visuals used throughout the course – this button can be removed

· There are only 4 allowable colors.  

· School can put their crest on GUI instead of the crest that is on it.

· Text font, type, and size should be consistent with GUI but may have to change slightly to get full title at top

· Slide-in side windows - If features on the side window are not used in the course, remove the feature in the side window).  For example when you press the Option Button, 16 features are shown - student should only see features available for this course, gray out features that are used elsewhere in the course)

· Don’t call the button or feature by any other name, don’t change words to icons or icons to words

Function:

· Each button and navigation option should have the same functionality as the GUI

· It must be changed to be conformant with SCORM 2004

· Mouse over/Rollover is required and words should be consistent with GUI
· You have the option, when using the “GoTo” feature, whether student can go to any page before he has seen it one time (design decision)

Required navigation features under each button:

· Menu – LMS menu

· Communicate – Help Desk

· Options – Copyright is required if there is copyright info in the course

· Help – Content Navigation Help, Help Desk, and Minimum System Configuration 

· Exit – Pop up with Question 

· Prompt area will always be active
Optional buttons:

· Optional buttons may used within the content space (white space):

· Graphic Zoom In/Out 

· Submit 

· Example 

· Reset 

· Directional Button 

-     Name/icon for optional buttons will not be changed

-     Optional buttons will always function as specified.  

-     Optional buttons can be sized larger or smaller

-     Application determines placement of optional buttons but must be consistent.
