DA Directed – This course has been tasked for development by DA

GWOT – Global War on Terrorism.  This course has a direct implication on Soldiers’ serving in, or facing imminent deployment to Afghanistan, Kuwait, or IRAQ.

DMOSQ – Duty Military Occupational Skill Qualification – Course designed for reserve component Soldiers to train them for the duty positions to which they are assigned.

PME – Professional Military Education – This is a structure program of instruction – resident at the institution and non-resident via distributed learning at home station for the continuous, career-long, learning process that develops Army leaders (officer, warrant officer or NCO).

Functional – This course is designed to train Soldiers to perform the critical tasks and supporting skills and knowledge required to perform the specialty or functional job.  It may provide training which qualifies Soldiers for award of an additional skill identifier, special qualifications identifier, or skill identifier.
