Supporting Implementation Of Future Manuever Brigade Training Strategies
This study seeks to help the Army identify options for improving its future training strategy for Maneuver Brigade Combat Teams (MBCTs) equipped with Future Combat System (FCS) technologies in the 2010 to 2016 timeframe.  The study indicates that planned enhancements to the Army’s training capabilities will likely improve the training strategy; however, the capability achieved could be significantly less than that demanded by the future training requirements.  Further, while most planned enhancements will have some effect on training quality, fewer are likely to increase the number and duration of training events or facilitate the adaptability of training to a wider range of missions, enemies, and conditions.  It concludes that the nature of future threats and operational requirements mean that future maneuver training strategies will remain live centric, but that live training capabilities must adapt to meet changed training requirements and needs.  

The study finds that the potential for improvement will be restricted due to limits on unit time, training technology risk, and funding and resource shortages.  However, the Army could achieve important gains by pursuing some relatively low-cost options, including increased priority on providing training manpower and further investment in the battle command training capability.  Over the long term, the Army might better inform program decisions by implementing a process that improves the visibility of financial information across the training domain and includes metrics to more objectively quantify the benefit of training systems and programs. Moreover the study concludes that the Army may also need to redistribute resources to enable a more expansive training strategy.
