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US Army Aeronautical Service Agency - Roles and Missions

Do you have adequate special use airspace for your hazardous activities?  Are you preparing for Unmanned Aircraft System (UAS) operations?  Do you understand the airspace requirements for UAS flights in the National Airspace System?  Do you know you must report utilization of your special use airspace?  Are unauthorized aircraft penetrating your restricted area?  

The US Army Aeronautical Services Agency (USAASA) can help you with these issues.  They serve as the Headquarters, Department of the Army (HQDA) executive agent for Army policy and requirements for Special Use Airspace (SUA), airfields, air traffic control, aviation weather policy and aeronautical information.  This briefing will describe the organization of the US Army Aeronautical Services Agency and their functions and missions relevant to ensuring Army forces have the airspace and aeronautical products they need to train, test and operate.  

The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) is charged to be the manager of the National Airspace System (NAS), and promote effective and efficient utilization of the airspace.  Airspacexe "Airspace:National resource" \t "6-1" is a critical, limited national resource that must be shared by numerous users with diverse needs.  Installation commandersxe "Installation commander:Control of airspace" \t "6-1" do not own or control the airspace over their installation.   As the official interface between the Department of the Army and the FAA, USAASA maintains uniformed representatives at the FAA National and Regional Headquarters.  Learn who your Department of the Army Regional Representative (DARR) to the FAA region is and how they can help ensure Army requirements for airspace are satisfied.  
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
