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RMTK Range Design and Planning (RDAP) Tool Demonstration
Abstract:

The Army is undergoing the largest transformation of its force since World War II. In order to meet this changing mission, ranges and training lands must be reconfigured and modernized. It is critical that the Army sustain its ranges and training lands to support the sustained engagement that we currently face. The use of Geographic Information Systems (GIS) to assist in the range modernization planning process has recently proved to be vital to project success by cutting the traditional work load of designing a range down from weeks and months to several days. The RDAP tool is a GIS tool that helps to make that possible by generating models of TC 25-8 ranges and allowing the user to manipulate elements of the range.  Attendees will be made aware of the full range of capabilities the RDAP offers.  
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
