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SRP Mapper
Abstract:

The Army’s Sustainable Range Program (SRP) has been developing geospatial maps and information to support the Integrated Training Area Management (ITAM) for years.  This data has been invaluable to our installations for range management, safety, and planning, as well as for coordination with the environmental office on the installation.  With BRAC, frequent Congressional requests, and long range funding assessments and planning, this geospatial information that has served the installations so well is also now required at HQDA.  To be easily accessible to staff at HQDA that need to make decisions based on geospatial information, but are not GIS analysts the SRP has initiated an interactive mapper called the SRP Mapper.  The SRP Mapper utilizes standardized global SRP datasets and leverages additional relevant installation datasets that are stored at OACSIM.  This provides the SRP community with a mapper that has the look and feel of other SRP products paired with the capabilities of all the Army’s installation data sets.  This mapper provides a platform for the dissemination of geospatial information to the SRP community and a common map concept to evaluate installations in their own right and compare and contrast installations in different environments, climates, and with different training objectives.  The intent of the mapper is to provide an Enterprise solution to the geospatial communication that is clear, concise, effective and interactive with the ultimate goal of providing a link to range planning and scheduling.  
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
