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SYSTEM TRAINING PLAN (STRAP)

STUN HAND GRENADE (DIVERSIONARY DEVICE)

1.     SYSTEM DESCRIPTION:

a.   Narrative System Description:  U.S. Forces are involved in Support and Stability Operations throughout the globe.  Maintaining/establishing law and order, countering civil disturbances and responding to multiple forms of threat with varied levels of force have been recurring tasks for U.S. Forces involved in joint, multinational and interagency operations, war support and stability operations.  The Stun Hand Grenade is a new system that is a non-lethal, low-hazard, non-shrapnel-producing diversionary explosive device. Used within operational bounds, will not produce any long-term auditory effects from the blast over pressure, or effects to vision caused by the intense flash.  The material used to obtain these effects is a metal-oxidant mix.  The reaction products produce a minimum of smoke and toxic fumes.  The stun hand grenade is intended to confuse, disorient, or momentarily distract a potential threat.  The device will be used to apply the minimum force necessary by tactical and non-tactical forces while performing missions of hostage rescue and capture of criminals, terrorists and other adversaries. This device is not intended to take the place of lethal firearms, but rather offer an alternative prior to the use of lethal force.  The stun grenade will enhance current systems and provide added flexibility for soldiers and leaders in the application of non-lethal force and protection.  The M84 Stun Grenade will have a compatible re-loadable capability for multiple training uses, the XM102. 

The congressionally mandated Soldier Enhancement Program (SEP), whose one purpose is to enhance the survivability items used by the U.S. Army soldier, is the initiative to provide this increased level of protection.  

        b.  First Unit Equipped (FUE) date:  2nd Qtr FY02 (M84 Stun Grenade)

2.    TARGET AUDIENCE:

       The target audience is the general-purpose user (GPU).  Soldiers of all ranks, in Combat Arms (CA), Combat Support (CS), and Combat Service Support (CSS) Military Occupational Specialties (MOS) may utilize the Stun Hand Grenade (Diversionary Device).  Personnel conducting operations across the entire spectrum of peace and conflict operations, to include   Military Operations Other Than War (MOOTW) and Small Scale Contingencies may utilize the M84 Stun Grenade.  
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3.      ASSUMPTIONS:

a.  The Stun Hand Grenade will not create a need for a new MOS or Additional Skill Identifier (ASI). An increase in skill levels or personnel will not be required to operate or perform maintenance for the Stun Hand Grenade.

         b.  Currently the one time use Stun Hand Grenade is being taught in the Special Reaction Team (SRT) Course.  Hands on training with the M84 Stun Grenade will be replaced with the XM102 when it is released.

         c.  Ranges that currently support hand grenades will support the use of the M84 Stun Grenade and the compatible re-loadable device.  Ranges and ammunition should be available for units designated by Mission Essential Tasks List as requiring training or by training required higher headquarters for deployment missions.  

        d.  The Material Developer for the Non-Lethal Capability Set (NLCS) will provide funding for the Training Developer (TD) at the Maneuver Support Center (MANSCEN) to revise the NLCS Training Support Package (TSP) to incorporate the M84 Stun Grenade.  When the XM102 is material released the current M84 lesson plans will be revised and incorporated into the NLCS TSP. 

4.     TRAINING CONSTRAINTS:

a. A cost effective re-loadable device was required for multi-environment training in order to minimize associated training costs and increase proficiency in its use.  Replicating the flash/bang during training is essential to effective employment.    

      b.  Rigid safety procedures must be followed to avoid potential injury to soldiers throwing grenades or others in immediate area. 

5.     TRAINING CONCEPT (AC/RC): 

       a. New Equipment Training (NET) Concept:  WARMOD XXI synchronizes training acquisition with force modernization. WARMOD’s focus is to enforce DOD and Army policy for the development and procurement of system TSPs concurrently with the acquisition of the materiel system. The Program Manager (PM) will be responsible for funding the development of the system training support package for validation by the system’s proponent.  The proponent will identify all training support product requirements necessary to execute the system's training strategy for test unit training, New Equipment Training (NET), institutional training, and unit sustainment training.  These training products constitute the system's TSP and will be validated by the system's 
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training proponent and tested during the operational test of the system.  The program manager will execute all system related training development activities in support of the proponent utilizing the TRADOC SAT process (AR 350-35) with all training and doctrinal analysis data documented using ASAT.  All training products and courseware design will be developed in accordance with Total Army Distance Learning Program standards and standardized design tools.  Individual training courses and materials developed to support the Stun Hand Grenade and the compatible re-loadable device (XM102) will be implemented as Total Army Training System (TATS).  New Equipment Training Plans (NETPs) will comply with the system’s training plan and also list the schedules, locations, and personnel for NET team deployment.  

        b.  Institutional Training Concept:  Institutional training may consist of incorporating awareness training on the basic characteristics and capabilities of the Stun Hand Grenade into existing courses of instruction where applicable and determined by MOS proponent schools.  The proponent for each of the institutional courses affected by the M84 or compatible re-loadable device (XM102) will develop a more detailed institutional training strategy.    

c.  Unit Training Concept:  Tasks associated with employment of the Stun Hand Grenade will be taught using New Equipment Training (NET) TSPs.  Trainers will use the TSPs to provide standardized stand-alone initial and sustainment training throughout the unit.  Unit commanders will provide the training, guidance, time and resources for initial and sustainment training.  The training developer at the Maneuver Support Center (MANSCEN) will revise the Non-Lethal Capability Set (NLCS) TSP to incorporate the Stun Hand Grenade.   Employment and training of the M84/XM102 will follow guidelines established in TC 90-1, Training for Urban Operations.

d.  The Reserve Component (RC) training will follow the same training concept as the Active Component (AC). 

6.       TRAINING STRATEGY (AC/RC):
a. New Equipment Training (NET) Training Strategy:  The NET approach will be implemented through the materiel developer’s requirement to provide exportable Training Support Package (TSP) that will support NET and unit sustainment training. The TSP will be developed concurrently with the system hardware/software (as applicable), validated during operational testing and evaluation, and will be in place when system fielding begins. The TSP will be updated/revised when the compatible re-loadable device is approved (XM102).   The TSP will contain written (or digitized where feasible and cost- effective) information pertaining to the system design and intended use, system description, packaging or transport-container handling requirements, unpacking instructions, component assembly instructions (if required), functioning and operational characteristics.  The NET TSP will include written or digitized, lesson plans, Technical 
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Manuals (TM), instructor guides, student handouts or learning guides.  The commander will conduct collective training (where applicable) following NET. Additional material such as a supplemental information card, or if necessary, a separate packet will provide information as to doctrinal employment consideration, capabilities, limitations, and the Tactics Techniques and Procedures (TTPs) associated with the Stun Hand Grenade.  The intent of the NET strategy is to employ a cost effective and uncomplicated approach to facilitate fielding of the Stun Hand Grenade in a timely manner.   


b.  Combined Arms Training Strategy (CATS) Individual Training Strategy:  Individual training will be conducted by use of the exportable training support package used during NET.  Once personnel are familiarized with the Stun Hand Grenade, sustainment training will be absorbed with the unit’s normal training requirements, as are other hand grenades.  New or revised Stun Hand Grenade material will be incorporated into the appropriate training media during normal course revision and update cycles.  The Stun Hand Grenade will be added to the Non-Lethal Capability Set.  Hands on training with the M84 for the NLCS will be conducted during pre-deployment training until the XM102 is material released.  When the XM102 is material released, training for the NLCS will be absorbed using the TRADOC approved Combined Arms Military Operations on Urban Terrain Task Force (CAMTF) training strategy for use during Urban Operations.  The Combined Arms Military Operations on Urban Terrain Task Force (CAMTF) developed a training strategy, approved by TRADOC for training with the XM102 during urban operations. Those Military Occupational Specialties who perform room-clearing tasks will train using the CAMTF training strategy.  Currently the SRT conducts annual hands on training with the M84 Stun Hand Grenade, when the XM102 is material released it will replace the M84 for hands-on training.  The Engineer Breacher Course will conduct course instruction on the M84 and hands on training using the XM102.  The Corrections Specialist Course may include training on the M84 and hands on training with the XM102.

c. Combined Arms Training Strategy  (CATS) Unit Training:  Unit sustainment training will initially be conducted by use of the exportable training support package used during NET.  Once personnel are familiarized with the Stun Hand Grenade, sustainment training will be absorbed with the unit’s normal training requirements, as are other hand grenades.  When the compatible re-loadable device is material released, training for the NLCS will be absorbed using the CAMTF training strategy.  The Stun Hand Grenade training support package is currently in the Non-Lethal Capability Set TSP, once the revisions are complete for the inclusion of the XM102 the NLCS TSP will be updated.  Hands on training with the M84 for the NLCS will be conducted during pre-deployment training until the XM102 is material released.  When the XM102 is released for training units will utilize the TRADOC approved CAMTF training strategy for training during urban operations. Those Military Occupational Specialties who perform room-clearing tasks 
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will train using the CAMTF training strategy.  Currently the SRT conducts annual hands 

on training with the M84 Stun Hand Grenade, when the XM102 is material released it will replace the M84 for hands-on training.  SRT Course material will be revised with the 

inclusion of the XM102.  The Engineer Breacher Course will conduct course instruction on the M84/XM102 and hands on training using the XM102.  TADSS will be used to the fullest extent possible based on the most cost-effective methods for training.

7.     TRAINING PRODUCTS:

a.  The MD will provide the TM for the Stun Hand Grenade and a digitized Training Support Package for the Stun Hand Grenade to support operator training at the institution and unit. The Operator training support package shall consist of task summaries and lesson plans for every operator task.  The operator training must contain at least operator checks and services, operation under normal conditions, degraded operations, and troubleshooting procedures.  The task summaries and lesson plans shall be provided in Automated Systems Approach to Training (ASAT) database format.

b.  Field Manual 23-30, Grenades and Pyrotechnic Signals has been amended to include the M84 Stun Grenade.  Combined Arms Operations in Urban Terrain, Field Manual 3-06.1 and Training Circular (Draft) 90-1, Training for Urban Operations has incorporated the employment and training with the M84 and the XM102.  

c.  No computer hardware/software products are anticipated. 

d. The Training Aids, Devices, Simulators and Simulations (TADSS) must address training requirements for institutional and unit training.

       e.  The TADSS must address training requirements for collective training in live, virtual, and constructive combined arms force-on-force environments.

8.     TRAINING SUPPORT.  

a.  Distance Learning Infrastructure:  There are no identified requirements to support distance learning at this time.

        b.  Facilities/Ranges:  No additional facilities/ranges are required.  Facilities/Ranges such as the Military Operations on Urbanized Terrain (MOUT) facilities and the current hand grenade ranges will support training with the Stun Hand Grenade.  The current facilities will provide enough protection for the user during training. 

c. Ammunition:  A cost effective re-loadable device was required for multi-environment training in order to minimize associated training costs and increase proficiency in its use.  Replicating the flash/bang during training is essential to the effective employment.  The XM102 meets this requirement.      
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         d.  Other:  There are no additional support items or infrastructure requirements anticipated at this time.

9. POST FIELDING TRAINING EFFECTIVENESS ANALYSIS (PFTEA).  A Post Fielding Training Effectiveness Analysis (PFTEA) is required one year after the FUE to validate institution/sustainment training and to ensure mission requirements are met.  Feedback from the using units will be accepted and evaluated after fielding of the system.  Upon completion of the PFTEA, appropriate actions will be taken to update/revise training procedures and materials.
